e only apply on the first round of bidding i.e. the first (non-Pass) bid and the next three calls
e apply equally over intervention and to advancer’s bids i.e. partner of overcaller
e never apply to overcalls
e do not apply to opening bids above 2NT — transfer pre-empts are alerted not announced
e always extend with fuller description where appropriate
